Mathematics


As you are now aware, the children will be working on groups of objectives linked to the following strands of Maths throughout the year:


Number and Place Value


Addition and Subtraction


Multiplication and Division


Fractions and Decimals


Measurement


Geometry (Shape and Space)


Statistics (Data Handling) 





This half term, all pupils in Year 4 will be consolidating the skills of multiplying using the grid and column method, as well as division using the ‘bus stop’ method. Children will then go on to apply the multiplication and division methods to a variety of problems, puzzles and challenges. As with last term, we will be encouraging pupils to collaborate with each other, value each other’s opinions and to persevere with trickier problems!


Children will then begin to learn about finding areas of a shape and solving lots of real life problems linked to area.





Please remind children how important it is to learn parts of Maths by heart, such as times tables and number bonds. 





English


Children have very much enjoyed our topic from last term based on World War Two and they are now looking forward to writing, editing and up-levelling their own story set during WW2 times. Children will be asked to include lots of WW2 vocabulary and information about evacuation, as well as an exciting problem for their main character to solve once they have been evacuated to the countryside. 





Children will then move on to looking in detail at the key features of explanation texts linked to world weather and why different weather conditions and natural phenomena occur, such as hurricanes and tornadoes. Children will use their research to then produce an explanation text using key features of the text type.





Remember, you can help your child with their learning by discussing activities that they have carried out during the day’s lesson. Encourage them to read every night, listening to them whenever possible.

This half term, after completing their topic on electricity, children will be moving on to the topic of States of Matter. They will be learning about the differences between solids, liquids and gases. Children will be carrying out experiments in order to see how heating up and cooling down results in a change of state.

Topic – World Weather





Once the topic of WW2 has been completed, we will move on to the topic of World Weather. As part of this topic, the children will be investigating different climates around the world and reasons for these in relation to their location. Children will be carrying out map work and finding the same place on a globe and atlas, as well as finding appropriate symbols on a map to represent different physical features. Children will also be learning the difference between the British Isles, Great Britain and the UK and researching which countries make up the European Union. The children are going to be looking in holiday brochures and thinking about different holiday destinations, relating the destination to the weather conditions and then the subsequent leisure activities available. 





If you have any postcards or holiday brochures as a stimulus for the children it would be great if they could be sent in. As an introduction to the topic, you could talk at home with your child about a favourite holiday or day trip and how the weather affected the leisure activities that were available. Alternatively, you could look at a map and locate a variety of holiday destinations!
